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Most Roma people speak the Romany language as well as the
language of the country they live in. There is no tradition of writing in
Romany, but a rich oral tradition. As many Rom worked as musicians
or entertainers, they had a considerable impact on the music of the
countries they lived in - their own particular musical style often
combined with the folk music of a particular country, thus preserving
the traditions over centuries. The so-called Gypsy repertoire can be
described as a blend of Russian, Hungarian and Romanian influences
but on the other hand the Roma have contributed their own style to
many areas of music and influenced other artists in their music like
Bizet, Brahms and Dvordk, to name but a few. There is also music and
dance of pure gypsy origin, like the Flamenco in Spain.

This collection highlights a variety of Gypsy music from Hungary and
Russia.
